ArtSpace Guidelines for Artwork:                                                      Date: 10-2005

1.   No work may be made from kits. Work needs to be handmade and designated as handmade when  

      made by the applicant (or under the direction of the applicant) using hand tools or hand directed  

      machine tools such as a wood lathe or potter's wheel.
2.   Work will be classified as handmade when at least 80% of the perceived value excluding raw  

       materials is handmade. Examples: handmade base with a commercial lampshade, handmade       

       jewelry with a commercial backing, handmade painting with a commercial frame.
3.   ArtSpace now has two categories that work can be submitted under: Fine Craft or Art. 

4.   Work must exhibit excellence in craftsmanship in category work that the work is submitted in.
5.   Work must exhibit excellence in design.
6.   Durability of the object must be appropriate to the item.
7.   The work must have obvious integrity, no misrepresentation.
8.   The work must be original in design; no plagiarism by the applicant will be accepted. 
9.   All participating artists must live in Watauga or one of the adjoining counties for some portion of  

      the year.
10.  We need a short one-page typed bio (information about yourself and what you do).
11. We need a photo of the artist (working or not). Both the bio and photo will be posted in the booths  

      so that the viewing public can better identify with your work. 
12. You do not have to volunteer to work retail in order to have your work in ArtSpace!  
 
13. A 40% commission is taken from the retail price: 30% of this goes to ArtWalk (but we pay no  

      rent) and 10% goes to ArtSpace to help offset our expenses.  60% of the sales price goes to the  

      artist.
